The Half-yearly Examination (HYE) (S1-S5) and S6 Mock Examination are scheduled from 3.1.2025
(Friday) to 20.1.2025(Monday).

Students must attend the examinations according to the examination timetables; they are not required
to return to school on the days they have no examination.

If parents need to pick up their child, please pay attention to each examination time.
S1-S5 1*" term final score of each subject is calculated on the following basis:

1% term final score of each subject = 0.8*HYE score + 0.2* (13 UT score & daily assessments)
S6 annual score of each subject is calculated on the following basis:

S6 annual score of each subject = 0.8*ME score + 0.2*(1% UT score & daily assessments)
S1-S5 annual average score of each subject is calculated on the following basis:

The annual average score of each subject = 0.4* HYE score + 0.6* YE score

Examination paper discussion will be conducted from 21.1.2025 (Tuesday) to 23.1.2025 (Thursday).
The school start and end times are the same as on regular school days.

14.2.2025 (Friday) would be S6 last school day. All students should work hard on their revision and
strive for good results.

S6 students may collect their mock examination report sheet and “My Learning Progress” from the
General Office between 21.2.2025 (Friday) and 28.3.2025 (Friday) during office hours.

The Graduation Ceremony will be held on 27.6.2025 (Friday). Parents will be informed of the details
in due course.

S6 students need to come to school to collect their HKDSE result slips on 16.7.2025 (Wednesday) at
8:30 a.m..

b. Regulations for Examinations

1. If the Education Bureau announces the suspension of schools due to adverse weather conditions, such
as tropical cyclone, heavy rainstorm, or any other reasons, the examinations on that day will be
postponed. The subsequent examination timetable will remain unchanged.

2. Students are advised to arrive at the Examination Centre at least 15 minutes before the commencement
of an examination. Students who arrive after the start of the examination will be regarded as latecomers
and subject to a conduct mark penalty.

3. In normal circumstances, students who arrive 30 minutes after the start of the examination may not be
permitted to sit for the examination. Latecomers will not be given extra time.

4. In no circumstances will the school arrange another examination for absentees. Absentees without pre-
approved or acceptable reasons will receive zero marks for the paper for which they are absent. An
assessed mark will be given in the following situations:

1) Students are absent due to sickness supported by a doctor's medical certificate;

(1) Students are caught in unexpected situations proven by certified documents or approved by the
school.

This assessed mark is calculated based on the student’s performance in their tests and daily homework.
The final examination mark for the missed paper will be 70% of the assessed mark.

5. For English Speaking Examination, students should pay attention to the examination time and be
punctual for the examination.

6. After entering the Examination Centre, students should take their pre-assigned seats or seats assigned
by the invigilators.

7. In the Examination Centre, students should remain silent at all time and follow the instructions given by
the invigilators.

8. Students are not allowed to leave early for any examination papers.
9. All books, notes and reference materials should be put in the place as instructed by the invigilators.

10. Students are not allowed to take away any examination materials, including multiple choice answer
sheets, answer sheets, supplementary answer sheets or rough worksheets (both used or blank).

11. If found cheating, the student will receive zero marks for their paper and will be subject to disciplinary
action.

12. After the “time is up” announcement is made, students must stop writing.

13. Students should raise their hand to draw the attention of the invigilators if they have a question or
need any assistance.

14. Students can stay at home for revision if there is no examination scheduled for that day.

15. Students who have brought a mobile phone into the Examination Centre have to switch it off,
including the alarm function, and put it under their chair in a position clearly visible to the invigilators.
If the mobile phone emits sound during the examination, the student will be subject to a mark penalty.

c. Promotion and Retention Policy

Our school emphasizes the importance of both academic performance and character development of
students. To enable students to progress in these two aspects, the following promotion requirements have
been formulated:

Students must meet the following three requirements for promotion:
(1) Academic Performance - S1 to S3 students: the annual average score is 50 marks or above;
S4 to S5 students: the annual average score is 40 marks or above;
(2) Conduct — a Grade C- or above in Conduct;
(3) Attendance Rate - the annual attendance rate is 80% or above.

Students who fail to meet the above three requirements will be considered for retention. The school
will finalize the list of students who will be repeated based on the individual circumstances of the students,
after careful evaluation by the principal and all teachers, and after discussion at the teachers' meeting.

To help students make all-round progress in academics and character, our school has established clear
promotion and retention policies and learning goals. Parents are kindly requested to support their
children’s studies to lay a solid foundation for their growth.
